Romneya or Matilja Poppy is a southern
CA native that tolerates drought and hot
sun. It can reach 4 to 6 ft tall and blooms in

May/June in our area. It does NOT like

wet feet and can sometimes be tricky to
establish, but once it is established is long
lived and spreads. NOT for small spaces!

June Garden Notes:

Well as I write this in mid May, the weather
forecast is forthe mi d , &Mich isactually
cool for mid May in Sacramento but after the
cool spring weobve
both for people and plants. So some
reminders for hot weather are in order.

Watering is best done in early morning or
evening rather than midday unless you have no
choice. Remember that newly planted material
needs water at its base, and pots need water IN
the pot. | always have problems with new
volunteers who want to spray to water, not
realizing it is not getting into each pot that
way.
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Salvia darcyii is one of those plants that
tend to look a bit lanky in smaller pots, but
makes a great blooming plant in the
garden, reaching 3 ft high and 3 ft across
with blooms well into fall.

This species often dies to the ground in
winter, reemerging in spring in colder
areas, though [ 6ve
evergreen here in Sacramento. Do not cut
back till new growth appears in spring.

A great plant for color, and for attracting
hummingbirds, though too big for most
container plantings.

Some plants tend to look wilted in hot

weather, especially in the direct sun, but
recover as soon as the sun is past 1
Brugsmansia and other high examples - so
check that the plant really is dry and needs
water before soaking it.

When watering pots, the best is soak till
water runs out the drainage holes, then allow
to dry slightly before the next watering.

When buying plants in the hot months ( June
through Sept), remember that plants that have
been under shadecloth, even sun lovers, may
burn some if put directly into full hot sun. Just
as a person can burn the first time basking in
the summer sun for the season. Shade cloth
may cut water use making maintenance easier
and keep the plants looking a bit better in the
nursery, but doesnot
plant them out.

Also watchout for plants straight from coastal
growersthataren6t used t o
becomes a bigger problem as we go into
summer and consistent higher temperatures.

If your looking to fill in spots in the yard
whil e things grow,
of the smaller veggies to get double duty.
Bush Beans make a good season filler, and are
great fresh from the garden, either cooked or
raw. Another good filler, especially in
afternoon shaded spots is some of the colored
lettuces and salad mixes.

| had a number of surprised visitors last year,
with the beans planted under the tree roses, but
it worked very well plus beans fix nitrogen
into the soil from the air.

Warm weather brings very rapid growth, and
especially for pots, keeping things fed and
watered is a requirement for good growth and
bloom.

Mulching your plants can help conserve
water and often adds organic matter and
nutrients to the soil. You can use many
different materials from commercial mulches
to home made compost.

A few of the plants that can brighten up a
garden in late summer and fall are the various
perennial Sunflowers, Japanese Toad Lily,
various Eupatoriums, reblooming daylilies,
Asters, many Fall blooming Salvias and others.

So think ahead for color later in the season
and save by getting smaller plants now to
grow, rather than large plants later in the
season.

This form of Geranium cinnarium has
magenta flowers and tiny crinkled leaves .
The whole plant only reaches a few inches
tall and the flowers are larger than the
leaves. Due to its smaller size, one of the
better Geraniums for containers.

Seed now for late summer & fall

color:

The following fast growing annuals can be
seeded in now for color in mid to late summer
and fall :

Cosmos, Marigolds, Sunflowers, Tithonia
(Mexican Sunflower), Zinnia, Emilia and
Celosia.

Starters of fall bloomers planted now will be
good sized plants by bloom time. Some
examples are Pineapple Sage (Salvia elegans),
Mexican Sage (Salvia leucantha), Asters and
Perennial Sunflowers.
